Any effort will be charged at full Institutional salary; no salary cap will be applied.  Effort proposed for the project should be reasonable for the scope of the project.  Minimum is 1% percent and maximum is 5%. 

· Research supplies and animal expenses - items costing less than $2,000 are allowable. Items costing between $2,000 and $5,000 must be itemized in the proposal budget and require a justification for specific research purposes.
